AFA ExCEL (Expanded Collaborative for Excellence in Learning) After School Programs’ Mission is to create and sustain “safe havens” at public schools where students and community members can access expanded learning opportunities and integrated education, health, social service, and cultural programs in the out-of-school hours.
In order to provide a range of high quality summer activities, ExCEL ASP is seeking proposals from Community Partners with existing afterschool or summer programs to build on their current capacity. ExCEL funds would be used to augment programming and/or to add slots to existing programs.
CBO Eligibility:

· Must have access to a safe facility that is “at least as accessible as the school site.” 

· Must have demonstrated success in providing either an academic and/or enrichment component of afterschool or summer programming for a minimum of 3 days a week.

· Must demonstrate the fiscal ability to operate the program given a funding level of no more than $7.50 per student per day. Programs would be able to charge sliding scale fees
 (although no student may be turned away for inability to pay the fees.)  
CBO Programmatic Requirements:

· Programs would need to offer at least 3 hours of programming per day, and at least 15 hours of programming per week. 
· The programming content must be composed of academic and enrichment activities.

· Recruit students for the program and coordinate enrollment issues with the ExCEL manager.
· Provide a snack to all participants, per SFUSD nutrition/snack guidelines.
