PSW/PO determines that proposed 
home placement change will result 

in change of school of origin 

Within 24 hours, PSW/PO 
notifies attorney and education 

rights holder of proposed change. 

 

Change of

Within 2 days, last school of attendance 
transfers school records to new school  

Attorney and education rights 

holder agree with placement 
change 

If the child has a disability and active IEP, PSW/PO 
notifies attorney, education rights holder and new 

school district at least 10 days prior to move 

 

Attorney and/or education rights holder dispute 
placement change 

Within 2 days, Attorney and/or education rights holder 

notifies PSW/PO and files JV-539 to request hearing  

Within 2 days of JV-539 filing, 
PSW/PO must submit report to
