MENTORING FOR SUCCESS

MENTOR-STUDENT  ACTIVITY

WANTED POSTERS

OBJECTIVE:  

To introduce one another through “Wanted Posters” created by each participant.  This activity builds self-esteem and cohesion. 

TIME: Approximately 30 minutes. 

· 10-15 minutes to create wanted poster
· 10 minutes to share wanted poster
· 10 minutes for discussion and reflection. 

MATERIALS:

· Paper                                       
· Markers/Pens/Pencils
· Wanted Poster stencil (optional)


INSTRUCTIONS 
1. Explain that you both will be introducing yourselves through “Wanted Posters.” Some ideas for wanted posters are listed below:
· a funny or serious visual depiction
· a list of characteristics 
· habits—serious or silly
· a place where student is likely to be spotted 
2. Hand out paper or copy of wanted poster stencil. 
3. Allow 5-10 minutes for everyone to complete their posters. 
4. After each person has completed their poster, share with one another. 

*GROUP ALTERNATIVE: Have students help each other pin the posters on their own
backs, then tell everyone to circulate around reading each other’s posters and sharing
their own. Allow sufficient time for all to read each other’s and then call the group back to
sit in a full circle.

DISCUSSION
Discuss and reflect upon the activity. It is important to show support and appreciation for one another’s efforts: “I liked it when…”  or “I appreciated it when…”  Some helpful discussion questions might be: 
· What did you learn about each other?
· What did you learn about yourself?
· What was the most difficult section of the Wanted Poster for you to fill out and why?
· How do you feel about yourself now?
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
